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Who is the service for? 


The service is for children age 2-16 years, or up to 18 years for children with complex needs whom have a Manchester GP.





What can the service offer?


Partnership working with the child, young person and family -  empowering them to be able to manage their condition


Video clinics


Nurse- Led clinics in community setting


Home visits have been reduced due to the pandemic.


Provide education, advice, treatments and support


Partnership working with other health professionals pre-school and schools


Shared care with respiratory team, consultants and GP to ensure consistency of your child’s care.











 








What will happen at your appointment?


Your appointment may last up to 45 minutes.


You will need to bring any medication/inhalers your child may be taking


At the appointment, the nurse will assess your child/young person and give you information to support your needs so that you and your child/young person feel more confident about managing their asthma/wheeze safely and effectively. This may mean more than one visit


Once your child is better/you feel happy about looking after their asthma/wheeze and have an action plan to follow, they will be referred back to their GP or practice nurse.
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Who we are 


We are a team of asthma nurse specialists, providing management, education and support to children and their families with asthma, cough, wheeze and/or shortness of breath. 





Referrals to the service can be arranged through your GP, practice nurse, consultant, school nurse or other health professional.
